Tenny was a world traveller who had adventures in many places, including
trips to Australia, China, and South America, and an overnight stay by herself
in Petroglyphs Provincial Park, Ontario, in 2008. Not to be forgotten, the
annual family vacations in Ocean Park, Maine. She was an avid bridge player
and lover of crossword puzzles. Reading newspapers and magazines and
then writing letters to the editor were passions of hers. Tenny was a CBC girl
who always had a radio on and tuned to the CBC in every room. She was a
devotee of the National Ballet and live theatre. 



Once her children were grown, Tenny became more involved with the
American Women's Club of Montreal, Montreal's Encore Education Program,
and Alliance Quebec in the fight against separatism. 

Tenny moved to Toronto in 1992 and took many courses through U of T's
Lifelong Learning Program. She also worked as a volunteer at the AGO for
many years, was active with the American Woman's Club of Toronto and the
Wynford Bridge Group, and served for a time on the Board of Directors of
Concorde Place, where she lived for 18 years. 

 

Most important to Gammy were her nine grandchildren. “GAMMY 9” was her
moniker. She attended more recitals, games, and competitions, bought more
raffle tickets, wrapping paper, and chocolates than most! Tenny loved to brag
about each and every one of them, and they loved their Gam right back!
