MURPHY, Robert William—With deep sadness the family announce the
unexpected passing on July 28, 2017 of a beloved brother and uncle at the
age of 64 from a fatal heart attack while relaxing at home. 

 Robert, the youngest son of loving parents Len and Jonnie (both deceased),
leaves behind his three older brothers Terry (Wendi), Frank (Christine), Ed
and his younger sister Joanne. He shared a home with Ed and niece Lindsey
in the same building as his sister, and just down the road from his eldest
brother and his wife. 

 In his youth, after backpacking through the British Isles and Europe, Robert
returned home and took jobs with companies handling precious metals,
gathering media stats, and the post office. From the 1990s to the present,
Robert found satisfaction and enjoyment working within the limousine
community. 

 It was during annual vacations together with our parents to quiet areas in
Ontario, the United States, and to the Dominican Republic where, as adults,
our family and friendship bonds grew. 

 Being naturally athletic as a young man, Robert played baseball and hockey.
Like a lot of Canadians, he was a loyal Leafs fan still hoping for another
Stanley Cup. He followed their games on TV and enjoyed a good Don Cherry
rant on Coach’s Corner. 

 Though he was a voracious reader and enjoyed movies and TV, his greatest
passion was golf—usually with his brother Terry, whether watching from a



comfortable chair or on the golf course. 
 Robert was a private person in many ways; yet affably approachable with kind

heart and a refined sense of humour. His subtle quips often caught us off
guard. 

 He will be deeply missed.
